Drder from the President oF
the United States. Itz en-
trance into the U, 5 Na-
tlonal Park Service was g sing-
ular recognition of its splen-
did giant cactus — Carnegiea
pigdntex, the botanical name
and Saguarg, & BSpanish name, for this
monarch of the southwest, This cactus for-
ezt 18 located in the shellered rineon area of
the age old Tangue Verde section of Arizona:
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pbout ten miles east of the “0ld Pueblo™—
Tueseon. This unwsual forest “primeval” con-
tains thousands of the finest silent but stale-
Iy monarchs and sentinels of the souwthwest-
ern cacti lamds.

The ares of 99 sections (63,360 acres) is
now under the control of the 1T, 5. Mational
Park Service; only awaiting publicity o
entlee the traveler into ils native lands for
a full enjoyment of another of neature's in-
teresting wonders, A part of the forest is
being held by the University of Arlzona; s
botanical area of 10 selected sactions in the
forest has been left for corollated cacti
sf.ud;,r with the Desert Laboratory, Carnegie
Institute of Washington, which iz located in
the mountains adjoining the west city limits,
The University's beautiful campus is 5 show
spot in the “0ld Pueble"—Tueson.

Many wvarieties of the 1X12 specie of the
cactus family abound in the park, neluding
the finest growth of the giant cactus to be
found in the world, fragrant scented cat-
cliw, mesquite and palo verde. A few short
weeks in the early summer sea=son all of the
cacti and the other vegetation in the park
spring into a rietous bloom of beauliful soft
colora rivaling any botanieal garden and
furnishing a sight worth miles of trawvel

The habitat of the saguaro iz peculiar tno
a limited area of Southern Arizona  and
Northern Mexico; growing only, lheir long
life of over two hundred vears, ln the “Sun-
shine Belt” of the Southwest; between lati-
tudes 32 degrees and 33 degrees north and
longitudes 111 degrees and 113 degress west.

sepsoms—after a rainfall sucking out the soil
muoisture and storing the water ln its cells
for future needs. This habdt man might
copy ns a paluable legaon in thrift for fulure
depressdon shocks, Its fruit is more abund-
ant prior to & grain crop famine, which tell-
tale the Papago Indian tribes, who roam the
sapuare gardens, know and harvest lts froit
for drying, thus providing a food for his
Family against his dry-farming crop failure
which his friend, the sentinel of the desert
hes whispered to him—the fruit gathering
being an occaslon for a Papago festa

Its growth during the first ten years is al-
most imperceptible and continuously  slow
durtng the next one hundred or two hundred
vears, Im height, the “old boys"™ Teach fifly
or sixty Teel; in welght, one with a few arms
and of the average height, will “top the
seales” mt around four or five tons  (Yes, -
TONS.

ton leads the traveler throuwgh the historic,
vomnantic, and scenie, seclion of the South-
west; from Texas to California,. Om this
piaved “Broadway of America®—not long age
cae of the trails of the pieneer’s coverad
wegan irxin from Eaost o West, the traveler
reaches one of the ancient historic, interest-
ing and unusual cities of the Old West. That
city today is the new and old Tucson, This
“0]ld Pueble™ is the hubk from which ithe
traveler may take in more of the Natlonal
Parks and Monuments within the borders of
one State than any other of the States. That
is why Arizona is known as ihe “Wonder-
land™ State,
